The main purpose of the
private pesticide applicators
license is to allow farmers to
use restricted use pesticides
on property they own or
manage  for  agriculture
production. To obtain the
license, farmers must pass a
test administered by
Maryland Department of
Agriculture. Study materials
are available at the Extension
Office.
